Proposed Draft Terms of Reference 

1. Purpose

1.1 The purpose of the Springhill Landfill Advisory Committee (SLAC) is to serve as a forum for dissemination of information, consultation, review and exchange of information regarding the operation of the Site, including environmental monitoring and maintenance, complaint resolution and review of new approvals or amendments to existing approvals related to the operation of the Site. 


2. Objectives
The objectives of the Springhill Landfill Advisory Committee are:

2.1 To act as a resource to the Operator on planning, implementation and evaluation of Site operations

2.2 To serve as a formal mechanism to exchange ideas and concerns related to the operation of the Springhill Landfill Site, as identified by the City of Ottawa, the operator, committee members and the surrounding residents.

2.3 To serve as a communications vehicle to the Springhill community on the work and plans of the Springhill Landfill Site and its impact on the community.

3. Membership

3.1 The committee shall consist of representatives of the operator (up to 4) and residents (up to 8) within the area immediately surrounding the Springhill Landfill Site. 

3.2 Membership shall include, but not be limited to, representatives from the following:

· Bank Street

· Springhill

· Dalmeny Road

· Campbellcroft Road
· R.W. Tomlinson Limited
· City of Ottawa
3.3 Membership is at the invitation of R.W. Tomlinson Limited and must be approved by the Springhill Landfill Advisory Committee.

3.4 The Springhill Landfill Advisory Committee shall appoint a Chair and Vice-Chair of the SLAC at the first meeting of the Board following the approval of the SLAC Terms of Reference.  These elections will be reviewed annually.

3.5 Staff support will be provided by R.W. Tomlinson Limited. 

3.6 SLAC may establish task forces, as agreed to or requested by the Committee, to investigate and address specific issues and to report thereon to the Committee.

4. Reporting


4.1 The SLAC reports at least annually to R.W. Tomlinson and neighbours immediately surrounding the site.

5. Quorum


5.1 A majority (50% plus 1) of all members shall constitute a quorum for the meetings of the SLAC. A minimum of two (2) representatives from R.W. Tomlinson Limited and three (3) community members must be present at all meetings.

6. Process


6.1 Meetings of the SLAC shall be held on a quarterly basis, expect in July, August and December. An agenda for each meeting shall be sent one week prior to the meeting. R.W. Tomlinson Limited will prepare the final agenda in consultation with and for the Chair's approval. Minutes will be kept by a representative of R.W. Tomlinson Limited and submitted for approval at a following meeting. Members of the SLAC will be encouraged to contribute to the agenda.
